Hybrid Bluegrass Wear/Traffic Tolerance

Research at The Ohio State University,
comparing 16 species/mixes,
showed Thermal hybrid bluegrass
to rank towards the top in wear
tolerance at 1.5 and 3 inch mowing
heights (comparable to that of
other bluegrasses and perennial
ryegrass)
